Dunkirk Memorial House is situated close
to the village of Bishops Lydeard, eight
miles from the bustling town of Taunton,
Somerset. It is set in acres of landscaped
gardens, between the Quantock and
Brendon Hills, and accommodates up to 
60 residents in spacious rooms, all of
which have en-suite facilities. The Home
offers nursing and residential care and is
registered with the Commission for Social
Care Inspection. The latest report is

Care is provided 24 hours a day by
experienced registered nurses, and/or 
a dedicated team of care assistants.
Residents may be registered with the local
GP surgery whose partners visit the Home
on a regular basis when required. 

Every resident has a care plan to ensure
that all their care needs are met. Nursing
clients have a named nurse and all
residents have keyworkers.

The Home has a “Statement of Purpose”
which clearly states the services, facilities
and care offered at Dunkirk Memorial
House. If you would like to read this
document, please ask at the administration
office for a copy. A copy of the Residents’
Handbook, which includes a summary of
the Statement of Purpose, is available in
every resident’s bedroom.

Residents at Dunkirk Memorial House can
enjoy several spacious lounges, where
they can socialise or sit quietly and read.
The home has a delightful Chapel, where
regular services are held. A hairdresser
and physiotherapist visit regularly and a

community mobile library calls monthly.
There is also a memorial garden where
Remembrance services are held. 
Residents and guests can use it for quiet
reflection too.

Dunkirk Memorial House has an Activity
Co-ordinator, as well as a licensed bar,
and the camaraderie, social interaction
and pursuit of an individual’s former
interests play a big part in the day-to-
day life of the home. A full programme of
activities is offered at the Home and
residents are encouraged to continue 
with hobbies, or try new ones e.g. painting.
Residents wishing to venture further afield
can take advantage of the regular trips in
the Home’s minibus to local towns and
places of interest.

At Dunkirk Memorial House, each resident
will be cared for as a unique individual, by
staff trained to do so, with respect, dignity
and freedom of choice, in an environment
which may be regarded as “home”.
