WELFARE 

In July the Welfare Office had 146 ongoing cases with an expenditure of £31,370.22 
Cases included EPVs, stairlifts and Poppy Breaks. 
 
Just recently, we have assisted a young ex-service person with rental costs and 
household goods so as to enable them to settle down after a relationship breakdown.
